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Introduction 

As part of the Children and Families Act 2014 (Section 30), Local Authorities are required to publish a ‘Local 
Offer’ which sets out support that is available for pupils and young people with SEND in the local area. Newham’s 
Local Offer can be found on the Tower Hamlets website Tower Hamlets Local Offer.   Alongside the local 
authority’s Local Offer schools are required to publish information about their arrangements for identifying, 
assessing and making provision for pupils with SEND.  
 

This is the Local Offer for Christ Church CoE School. It describes the arrangements we make that are ‘additional 

and different’ for pupils with SEND. This information will be reviewed annually. 

  
The diagram below illustrates the schools graduated response to pupil’s needs. It shows the standard offer of 

teaching, learning and care for ALL pupils, the additional provision which may be needed by some pupils and the 

specialist provision available to the few pupils with significant or complex needs.
